To help us make this journey as a church, we will have 6 short reflections to take us
through the 40 days of Lent, published each Sunday in this weekly
newssheet. There’ll be a verse from the Old Testament (taken from the Psalms of
Ascent — Psalm 120-134). These were songs which the children of Israel sang on
their way up to the temple in Jerusalem. There’ll also be a verse from the New
Testament helping us to reflect on Lent themes. We hope that everyone at EBC will
use the opportunity to reflect on these scriptures so that we can journey together
towards Easter.
